
accuracy testing, and to pay a five hundred dollar ($500.00) fine for violations 

enumerated in paragraph 2 of the Findings of Fact and Conclusions of Law, regarding 67 

absentee ballots that were not counted prior to Respondents' certification of the election. 

The total fine shall be one thousand dollars ($1000.00). 

2. 

Respondents acknowledge that they have read this Consent Order and that they 

understand the contents. Respondents understand that they have a right to a hearing in 

this matter. Respondents knowingly and voluntarily waive such right by entering into 

this Consent Order. This Consent Order shall not be considered an admission of criminal 

misconduct or otherwise be used against Respondents in the event criminal proceedings 

are instituted against Respondents. 

3. 

This Consent Order, inclusive of its Findings of Fact, Conclusions of Law, and 

Order, shall not become effective unless and until approved by the Board. If not agreed 

to, approved by, and executed on behalf of, the Board, neither stipulation nor any other 

part of this agreement shall have any binding legal effect whatsoever and shall not 

constitute an admission against interest or prejudice the abi Iity of either the Board or 

Respondents to adjudicate this matter.
